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Introduction

These tables and maps were created using data collected by Camden Public Schools for the school year 2008-2009.
Rutgers Center for State Health Policy obtained de-identified data from the schools and computed a BMI score
and a BMI percentile (BMIPCT) for each child. Weight status 1s defined using the following BMIPCT categories.

BMIPCT

BMIPCT < 85
BMIPCT = 85
BMIPCT = 95

BMIPCT = 97

Not Overweight or Obese

Overweight and Obese
Obese

Very Obese

BMIPCT categories are presented at the city level and in sub-group analysis by age, gender, and race. Aggregate
data are also presented at the school level, with notation, where representativeness of the data was a concern.

Tables and graphs on pages 3, 5, 7, and 9 show comparisons with national estimates (National Health and
Nutrition FExamination Survey, 2007-2008). The national data are representative of all 2-19 year old children in

the US.

Fach graph and table is accompanied by brief summary statements. Readers are encouraged to review the actual
data presented in tables and graphs as there is much more detail.

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AOverall, rates of childhood overweight and obesity are higher in the five NJ cities compared to the national data.

ACompared to the other NJ cities in this study, children in Camden have slightly lower rates of overweight and
obesity, though they are still higher than the national averages.
