Budget Situation

» The shortfall the city was confronted with was projected at $24 Million.

= The causes of this shortfall includes the lack of any meaningful increase in
revenue, mandated increases in health care, increases in pension costs,

contractual labor costs, and finally, a cut in state aid to municipalities which
has been applied to all cities on a state-wide basis.

= Salaries and wages, including overtime, accounted for $88.3 Million or 51%
of the budget.

* Departmental operating expenses accounted for $5.6 Million or 3% of the
budget.

= Statutory and mandatory expenses accounted for $78.7 Million or 46% of the
Budget.
