Mission: To create an up to date, comprehensive health database for the City of Camden that can be used to improve the health status of city residents through targeted clinical interventions and public health research.

Principles:

· Confidentiality- the utmost efforts will always be taken to ensure that individual patient confidentiality is maintained in compliance with all HIPAA guidelines.

· Integrity/Accuracy- we will strive to ensure the accuracy and integrity of the data and to improve the accuracy by working the sources of the data
· Publicly accessible- we will seek to ensure that all of the results of our work are put into a format that is understandable and accessible to Camden City residents.

· Community participatory research- whenever possible we will seek the input of Camden City residents in shaping the research questions that we are asking

· Collaboration- we will seek to maximize access for researchers to the database and to make decision about the use of the data as a community of researchers

· Shared credit- authorship guidelines will be drafted that are mutually acceptable to everyone involved.  Conflicts will be resolved by the committee.

· Shared responsibility- Access to the data will require participation on the committee and a financial contribution to the costs of collecting, updating, and maintaining the data.

· Transparency- Use of the data, research plans, actions by the committee, and budgets will be available to all members of the committee.

· Working within the Context of Camconnect- the data committee will be a subcommittee of Camconnect and the data will support clinical interventions and practice improvement projects undertaken by the Camden Coalition of Healthcare Providers.
Structure:

· Meet once per month in the morning for an hour

· Committee correspondence and coordination will be managed by Camconnect

· Vote by majority of those present

· Larger policy decision will be made by a majority of all members

Purpose:

· Generate and review research proposal for use of the data

· Oversee data manager’s work on the health database

· Publish peer reviewed research

· Publish Camconnect reports on health data for local use

· Seek grant funds

· Generate collaboration amongst researchers

· Manage IRB relationships
